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Reward Fund up to $7000.00 as investigation into fatal shooting of cutting horse filly continues in Parker County

The Humane Society of North Texas has pledged an additional $1000.00 reward for information leading to the arrest and conviction of the person who fatally shot a young quarter horse filly with a high powered rifle sometime late Saturday evening or early Sunday morning, January 23rd or 24th. Parker County Sheriff Larry Fowler released a statement verifying the details of the filly’s death, and added that the Parker County Crime Stoppers are taking pledges to offer an additional $6000.00 reward, the amount accumulated thus far. 

Kris Larsen, owner of the cutting-horse bred filly “Bald Face Lie” and owner of the 72 Ranch in Weatherford, Texas said the filly was gentle, and probably walked right up to the shooter, making her an easy target. 

“We are hoping that a cash reward will help bring this person to justice,” said Tammy Hawley, Director of Operations for the HSNT. “To think that even our horses and livestock are in danger of being killed simply by standing in their own pasture is just unacceptable. We will do everything in our power to support the Parker County Sheriff’s Office as their investigation continues.”
